Part II – Climates of Major Biomes
The climate of a biome is the result of the interaction of several abiotic factors. These

factors include temperature, precipitation, and radiant energy from the sun, evaporation, wind

and humidity. These abiotic factors serve to limit the diversity of plants and animals found

within an ecosystem. Large ecosystems or biomes can be described in terms of their abiotic factors The two most important of these limiting abiotic factors are temperature and precipitation. A climatogram is a graph with a double-Y axis that plots the average monthly

temperature & precipitation in a biome.
