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Objective: Acting as lawyers for Sir Isaac Newton, students will create three situations that prove each of Newton’s Laws of Motion correct, then present them to the class, aka the jury, for approval.
Product:  3 mini-posters, one for each law
Each poster should have:

· The law you are proving clearly labeled.

· One original, creative example that proves the specific law.

· An illustration of the example.
Presentation: Groups must present their case to the “judge” and the “courtroom.”
Groups: You can work alone, or with one partner. Exceptions must be approved by Judge Hall.
Grade: This counts as a project/ test grade (40%). 
Each poster is worth a total of 30 points (90 points total for all three):
· 10 points for the written example
· 10 points for illustrations 
· 10 points for quality, creativity, relevance, and originality. 
The presentation is worth 10 points. 

· Distribute talk time evenly between group members.
· Explain each example and how it proves Newton’s Law. 

· Plan out your presentation before you get up to speak. 

· Be professional: giggling, arguing, etc. during your presentation is not acceptable! 
· If your group wants to, you may wear professional clothing to present your case.  
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
