Ocean literacy is defined as an understanding of the ocean’s influence on you and your influence on the ocean

Working alone or in groups of two, pick an ocean issue that interests you. With the concept of ocean literacy in mind, research the issue and create a presentation to teach the class about your topic. This assignment is worth a test/project grade. 

Thorough Research
- Finds and presents adequate information to teach about chosen issue. (10 points)
- Explains how their research relates to at least two of the ocean literacy principles. (10 points)
- Includes suggestions for how to help with solving the issue you present. (10 points)
- Bibliography/sources: 6 quality sources! (6 points)
Quality Product

- Presentation is visually appealing and easy to read from back of class. (10 points)
- All original wording. (No copying directly from other sources.) (10 points)
- Includes a variety of teaching tools. For example: pictures, graphs, tables, videos, quotes, articles. (You do not have to have all of the examples in your presentation, nor are you limited to these examples.) (10 points)
Engaging Presentation

- Interesting and attention grabbing (10 points)
- Not reading directly from the slides the whole time (10 points)
- Equal talk time from each group member (5 points)
- Presenters are organized and well prepared. (5 points)
- Fits within time limit (5-7 minutes) (4 points)
