Participation:

You are required to cooperate and collaborate with the teacher and your peers at all times during class.  This will guarantee a successful learning environment for everyone.

Gradespeed:

Gradespeed is a wonderful tool for both parents and students. Please check your grades and assignments regularly and contact me if you have any questions.

Class Website:

I work very hard to keep the class website updated with assignments, power points, worksheets, class calendars, and review materials. Please check it regularly for materials and information.

Labs:

The State of Texas mandates that 40% of instructional time will be done in a laboratory setting.  Some weeks will have more labs than others, but all topics will be studied through hands-on investigations.  A great portion of your grade is based on lab reports, so it is very important for you to understand the objectives of the labs and complete them to the best of your ability. You are also expected to follow all safety procedures during lab experiences.  Failure to do so will result in your removal from class and a zero for the assignment.  During labs, students must wear closed toe shoes at all times in order to participate and get a grade for the lab.  

Tutoring:

If for any reason you are struggling with the course work, please come for help during tutoring. 

Tutoring will be held Tuesday and Thursday mornings 8:00am –8:50am. If you cannot make it to one of those times come see me to make an appointment. 

Attendance and Make-Up Procedures:

· If you know ahead of time you will be absent, please let me know so we can take care of anything before you are gone.  

· If you are unexpectedly absent, check the class website before returning to class. See if there are any assignments you can print from the documents page that you can complete on your own.  Otherwise, check the absent folders for handouts or worksheets when you return. You are welcome to attend tutoring if you need help on any topics you have missed. 

· The amount of time you missed equals the number of extra days you have to complete the assignment. (Example: if you are absent 2 days, you have 2 day to turn in your makeup work.) This rule does not apply to major projects or tests.  

· Labs will be made up during lunch or during tutoring and because of the equipment and set up required for most labs there will be ONE day set aside for lab makeup. If you cannot make it for the makeup and do not see me to arrange for an alternate assignment you will receive a zero for the lab.  

Late Work:
· You can you use a Hall pass to turn in homework one day late with no penalty.

· You have one day for every excused day missed to make up work without penalty.  

· You will be penalized 10 points a school day starting from the original due date for unexcused late work. (This means that after 10 school days you cannot hand in any assignment for credit)  

Test Retakes: 
You are allowed one test retake per 6 weeks for a maximum grade of 80.

Negative Consequences:

· 1 minute after class, student/teacher conference, and forfeit a Hall pass

· Conference, parent contact

· Conference, parent contact, administration intervention

· Immediately sent to office

· I always reserve the right to immediately send a student to the office.

Using the Hall Pass:

· Always ask for permission before leaving the room.

· Do not ask to leave during instructions.

· Fill out the hall pass, go to your destination, and return quickly.

· Do not abuse the privilege of using the hall pass.

Additional Information About Hall Passes:

Each six weeks you will receive three nontransferable Hall passes. They can be used for three things: hall passes, behavior passes, or homework passes. In addition to a traditional hall pass, you can exchange one pass to turn in an assignment one day late, or in exchange for attending detention.  Any remaining passes will be put into a raffle at the end of the six weeks. You can also earn more Hall passes for exceptional behavior. I reserve the right to reject hall passes at any time. 

When Entering the Classroom:

· Come to class with the appropriate materials.

· Pick up handouts and other materials from the front desk on the way to your seat.

· Follow any instructions posted at the front of the classroom.

· Write down the agenda.

· Begin on the bell ringer assignment if one is posted.

· If there is no work posted, wait quietly for further instructions.

Doing Group Work/During Labs:

· Come prepared with pre-lab assignments completed.

· Observe all aspects of lab safety.

· Follow the lab procedures. Do not make up experiments unless it is part of the assignment. 

· Notify the teacher immediately if someone is injured, there is a spill, etc. during a lab.

· Do not do all of the work, nor rely on your group to do it for you. Collaborate and share responsibilities.

Turning In Work:

· Unless otherwise stated, all work will be turned in to your period’s designated drawer by the information board.

Leaving the Classroom:

· Make sure that all trash has been picked up and that all classroom materials have been returned.  You will leave your environment as you found it.

· If you are unsure of anything that we have covered in class or what is due this is a good time to ask.

· If there is an exit ticket assignment, complete it. 

· Once you have completed all cleanup procedures and completed your exit ticket, please remain in your seat. You will be dismissed by the teacher and not by the bell.

Food, Drinks, and Electronics:
· Snacks and water are okay as long as it is not distracting and mess-free. Eating in class is a privilege. If you can’t handle it, it will no longer be allowed.
· Absolutely NO food or drinks at lab stations. 
· Electronics (iPhones, iPods, iWhatevers) are not allowed. If I hear it or see, I will take it up.
